Kelner’s ,  A Volunteer Report from Nationals 
(Continued from page 1) 
Interestingly, the Hubbells, a brother-sister ice dance team that won first place 
at this event, were first coached by the same person (Amy Biederwieden) who 
coached Sage and Malcolm in their second year of ice dance competition.  
Amy was in attendance and had tears in her eyes when her former students, 
the Hubbells, received their awards and Malcolm, also her former student, was 
one of the award presenters at that event! 
     Sage was a sweeper for 4 events (totaling about 10 hours) at Nationals, 
including the Championship Women’s Freeskate and the Championship 
Freedance (Ice Dance) events.  Dressed in the official sweeper’s blue skating 
dress, Sage’s job was to quickly pick up the animals, flowers, and gifts that 
were thrown on the ice after the performances.  It was a special thrill for Sage 
to present one of the bags of items recovered to Jane Summersett, now a 
Senior Ice Dance competitior with Todd Gilles.  Jane had also helped coach 
Sage and Malcolm during their second year of ice dance competition. 
     I was asked to assist with security and performed those duties for 4 shifts of 
4 or 5 hours each—most of them early in the morning, starting at 5:30 a.m.  
(Being an early morning skating Mom, it seemed like a natural thing to do.  It 
also allowed me to still go to work after completing my shift.)  For three of the 
shifts, I was assigned to the entrance for the skaters, coaches, and officials at 
the Xcel and was told to check out credentials (the identifying nametag that 
those persons need to wear around their neck in order to have access to 
certain areas of the arena.)  I saw many famous skaters pass through the 
door—among them Johnny Weir in his fur coat, Tanith Belbin and Ben Agosto, 
and John Baldwin and Rena Inoue.  I noted that rena was the only person I saw 
stretch while waiting to depart from the arena.  (Later n the week, John Baldwin 
proposed marriage to Rena on ice after their performance—an event that made 
headlines.)   Despite the high stakes at Nationals, the skaters and coaches 
seemed, at least outwardly, to be very pleasant and have their emotions “in 
check”.  The only anger I saw expressed was by a famous coach (NOT Joan 
Orvis!) who was told to get off the skaters’ and coaches’ bus at Xcel Center 
when he really wanted to go to the Pleasant practice rink. 
     I did feel sorry for the skaters and coaches who had to deal with some 
incredibly blustery weather during most of the Nationals week.  One of the 
coaches practically blew in the door one morning and proclaimed, “How can 
you live here?”  I asked her where she was from.  “I’m from Florida!” she 
exclaimed.  I also felt bad that the Xcel closed up its eating facilities before the 

      

day’s events were completed.  Skaters and coaches were 
hungry and had to be directed to restaurants several blocks 
away in the bitter cold, when often they were not 
appropriately dressed. 
     Despite 13 round trips to and from Xcel that week 
(including, of course, the trips to see Alex Johnson compete), 
it was an experience that we will always remember!
